To be raced at one mile, for 3-year-old pacers; Each nominee must have been sired by a stallion registered with Ohio State Racing Commission.  Purse to be 
divided 50%, 25%, 12%, 8%, 5%; 
HORSE MUST BE QUALIFIED TO RACE AT A PARI-MUTUEL TRACK AS A THREE-YEAR-OLD BEFORE BEING ELIGIBLE TO START IN THE 
RACE. 
      Three day box to prevail; if less than five separate betting interests declare to start, the nominating, sustaining and starting payments paid in by the 
nominators will be equally divided among those declared in and ready  to start. 
      The final will be limited to 9 horses.  In the event of two divisions, the first four in official order of finish will race  in the final, and the fifth place horse with 
the fastest time.  If  three divisions, the first three in official order of finish will race in  the final.  If four divisions, the first two in official order of finish will race 
in the final, and the third place horse with the fastest individual time.  If  five divisions, the first five in official order of finish will race in the final, and the four 
second place horses with the fastest individual times.  If six, seven, or eight divisions, the race winners will be eligible and the required second place finishers, by 
fastest individual time, needed to fill the nine horse race. 
      In the event of a dead heat, or  equal finishing times, entries will be drawn by lot.
